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Public Records Privacy Policy

Introduction

This Privacy Notice provides critical information about who we are, how and why we collect, store, use, and
disclose personal information, and details regarding individuals' rights in relation to the personal data we hold.
It also explains how to contact us and what steps to take if you have any complaints about the way we process
personal information. Please read this notice carefully.

Our Mission

ADAMftd Pte Ltd exists to enhance and promote transparency within the global corporate and business world.
Our goal is to increase the visibility of business entities, including their existence, ownership, and activities,
and the people connected with them for the broader public benefit. This mission includes identifying and
exposing corruption, money laundering, and other criminal activities by maintaining an archive of information
that is collected from various public sources.

Who We Are

ADAMftd Pte Ltd is a company incorporated in Singapore. We collect, use, and make available certain
personal data in accordance with this Privacy Notice and in compliance with applicable data protection laws,
including the General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) where applicable. For the purposes of the GDPR,
we act as a "controller" of personal data.

The Personal Information We Collect, Sources, and How We Use It

Most countries publish information about companies as part of their official public record, often including details
about the ownership and officers associated with the company. This information typically contains personal
data since the owners and officers are often individuals.

We collect this information from the following public sources worldwide:
e  Official company registers (e.g., ACRA in Singapore, Companies House in the UK, etc)
e Government gazettes
e  Trademark and/or patent registrars
e Ship registrars
e  Charity registers
e Other regulatory data sources
e  Customs bureaus
e  Statistics bureaus
Media outlets for public news
Government sanctions offices
Government statistics offices
Stock exchanges
e Shipping bureaus
e Ports and port agents
e  Logistics and shipping firms
e Trade finance companies
e Any other authoritative sources

The specific information we collect may vary depending on the territory and the information available in the
official public record for that region. We strive to be transparent about the sources of our data and wherever
possible, we provide a link to the source of the data we have collected.
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Types of Personal Data Collected
If you are or were an officer, shareholder, or ultimate beneficial owner of a company, or a sole trader registered
with a company registry, we may collect and process the following personal information about you:
e Name
e Address
e Unique identifier
Partial or full date of birth
Occupation
Nationality
e Details of the company you are or were an officer for, and filings that refer to you

e Details of your relationship with the company, such as your position (e.g., shareholder/director) and
period of association (start and end dates)
e Gazette notices referring to you

If you are the registered owner of a trademark, license, or trading/'doing business as" name related to a
company record held by ADAMftd, we may collect and process your name and address in our public records
register.

Use of Collected Information
ADAM(td processes this information to fulfill our transparency mission by:

1. Compiling a comprehensive database of international sanctioned entities, trade transactions,
company, and company officer profiles, based on publicly available corporate, trade and economic
data.

2. Enabling members of the public to access this database through the ADAMftd platform which is
accessible via our website to subscribed users.

3. Providing data via APl and bulk downloads to third parties, such as financial institutions, public
authorities, NGOs, journalists, and academics for investigative, compliance, and research purposes.

Who Can Access the Information Collected by ADAMftd
We make our services available to:

e The public via our website.

e Third parties via our APl and bulk downloads.

The third parties to whom we make our database available include:

e Commercial entities, including, but not limited to, manufacturers, international exporters and
importers, trade finance companies and financial institutions conducting due diligence checks.

e Public authorities, including foreign direct investment agencies, export promotion agencies,
economic development agencies, government trade ministries, and law enforcement agencies
investigating corporate crime and tax evasion.

e NGOs, journalists, and academics for journalism and research purposes.

We may also share information, including personal data, with law enforcement or other authorities if required
by applicable law.

How Long We Keep Personal Information

The information we collect forms part of our historical archive of company data. We aim to provide a complete
and accurate picture of historical economic activity and corporate connections, including historical transactions
and corporate connections. Therefore, we do not automatically delete or remove information from our records
register after a certain period. Maintaining this information is crucial for our mission and particularly important
for investigative purposes.
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LLegal Grounds for Processing Personal Information

The lawful basis we rely on for processing personal information in our public records register is primarily
grounded in Article 6(1)(f) of the General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR). This article allows for the
processing of personal data when it is necessary for the purposes of the legitimate interests pursued by the
data controller or a third party, provided these interests are not overridden by the fundamental rights and
freedoms of the data subject which require protection of personal data.|

Transfer of Information Internationally

Given the global nature of our web-based service, information in the ADAMftd public records register can be
accessed from anywhere in the world. For transfers of our public records to third parties, we take appropriate
steps to safeguard personal data, such as data transfer agreements with those third parties, where required
by law.

Security Measures

We have implemented appropriate security measures to prevent personal information from being accidentally
lost or accessed in an unauthorized way. Additionally, we have procedures to handle any suspected data
security breaches, including issuing public notifications as required by law.

Your Rights
Under data protection laws, individuals have rights regarding their personal data, including:

Redacting Information

Our database aims to provide an accurate account of company data as reflected in official public records. If a
public company register removes or limits access to certain information due to exceptional circumstances, we
will update our records accordingly and temporarily remove the relevant information from our database while
this process is carried out.

Requests for redaction of personal information must be made by the individual concerned or their legal
representatives and verified by us.

Information Regarding Minors

We do not intentionally process personal data about minors. However, on rare occasions, public records may
include such information. If we become aware that data in our records clearly relates to minors, we will restrict
access to logged-in users and add a no-index tag to prevent the information from appearing in search engine
results.

How to Complain

We strive to resolve any queries or concerns you may have about our use of your information. However, you
also have the right to lodge a complaint with a supervisory authority. The supervisory authority in Singapore
is the Personal Data Protection Commission (PDPC), which can be contacted through their website.
